Sculpture by the Sea returned to the Bondi to Tamarama Beach coastal walk as the 

world’s largest free to the public sculpture exhibition in 2024. The spectacular coastal 

walk was again transformed into a 2km long sculpture park over three weeks 

featuring more than 100 sculptures by artists from Australia and across the world. 

ITINERARY 

7.30am  Depart Kings Depot. Pick up points are available at Charlestown, Belmont North, Belmont, 

Swansea, Doyalson or Ourimbah by arrangement at time of booking 

Travel to Bondi where the coach will set you down and you will have the day at your leisure to explore 

the many art works on display and soak up the atmosphere at this iconic Australian coastal area. 

The Sculptures by the Sea walk runs from the south end of Bondi Beach to Tamarama Beach and is 

connected by various walkways and stairs. Visitors are advised that while there are some sculptures 

scattered along the promenade, to see all that is on offer, you would need to take the coastal walk. 

There are easier walking trails for the less adventurous or a moderate walking trail for those more able. 

There are many food outlets in Bondi to obtain something for your lunch, or you might prefer to take a 

picnic style lunch with you.
