Come and
experience one of the world’s largest living collections of rare, endangered
and significant trees. Winner of the World Architecture Festival for
landscape, the National Arboretum surrounds visitors with panoramic
views, stunning architecture and the natural beauty of trees and gardens.

The afternoon can be spent at either National Portrait Gallery, National
Gallery of Australia, Old Parliament House or the Australian War Memorial.
